The bill would modify how the Food and Drug Administration regulates drugs and devices in a broad range of areas. Several provisions of 
the bill would affect when lower-priced drugs enter the market. Changing the timing of availability of lower-priced drugs affects spending in 
federal health programs that pay for prescription drugs and biological products. It would also reduce the costs of health insurance plans and
thus reduce federal subsidies for health insurance purchased through an exchange. 
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
