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SUMMARY

S. 1279 would amend title IV of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency
Assistance Act to authorize anew program to protect the health and safety of disaster relief
workerssuch asfirefighters, police officers, and emergency medical technicians. Under this
bill, federal agencies would be authorized to collect and analyze environmental data at
disaster areas to determine whether substances that may be harmful to human health are
present. In addition, this bill would authorize those agencies to disseminate educational
materials to affected communities and to conduct long-term epidemiological studies of
affected populations. Finally, the bill would authorize the National Academy of Sciences
to study and prepare a report on disaster area health and environmental protection and
monitoring.

Assuming appropriation of the necessary funds, CBO estimates that implementing S. 1279
would cost $35 million over the 2004-2008 period. Enacting S. 1279 would not affect direct
spending or revenues. S. 1279 contains no intergovernmental or private-sector mandates as
defined in the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act (UMRA) and would impose no costs on the
budgets of state, local, or tribal governments.

BASISOF ESTIMATE

Based oninformation fromthe Agency for Toxic Substancesand Disease Registry (ATSDR)
and the National Academy of Sciences, CBO estimates that implementing the provisionsin
S. 1279 would cost about $35 million over the 2004-2008 period, assuming appropriation
of the necessary funds.

Under S. 1279, CBO assumes that the ATSDR would be tasked with conducting long-term
epidemiological studiesin certain disaster areasthat are called for under the legislation. We
expect such long-term health studies would be conducted at disaster areas where harmful
pollutantsarerel eased into theenvironment. Accordingtothe ATSDR, eachlong-term study
conducted under thisbill would cost $3 million to $5 million ayear and could last from five
to 15 years. Itisimpossibleto predict the number of such studiesthat might be required in
the future. For this estimate, CBO assumes that one new study would be initiated every
other year at an average cost of $4 million per year. Based on information from the National
Academy of Sciences, CBO estimatesthat thelong-term study on disaster-areahealth would
cost $5 million over five years.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AND PRIVATE-SECTOR IMPACT

S. 1279 contains no intergovernmental or private-sector mandates as defined in UMRA and
would impose no costs on the budgets of state, local, or tribal governments.
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
