H.R. 7530 would make changes to the District of Columbia Official Code and would create 
new requirements for the District of Columbia’s attorney general. Specifically, the bill 
would: 

• Change the maximum age limit for youth offender status from 24 years old to 18 years 
old,  

• Require the district’s attorney general to establish and update a public website containing 
juvenile crime statistics in the district, and 

• Prohibit the Council of the District of Columbia from enacting any changes to the 
criminal sentences.  

CBO estimates that implementing H.R. 7530 would have insignificant costs for the 
operations of the United States Attorney’s Office for the District of Columbia. Any related 
spending would be subject to the availability of appropriated funds.  

H.R. 7530 would impose intergovernmental mandates, as defined in the Unfunded Mandates 
Reform Act (UMRA), on the District of Columbia. The bill would lower the age limit for 
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youth offender status in Washington, D.C., from 24 years old to 18 years old and would 
require the district’s attorney general to establish a juvenile crime data website. The bill also 
would preempt the council’s authority to change current criminal liability sentences. 

CBO estimates that the costs to comply with the mandates would not exceed the annual 
threshold established in UMRA for intergovernmental mandates ($100 million in 2024, 
adjusted annually for inflation). 

The bill does not contain any private-sector mandates.
