• H.R. 3506, a bill to make technical amendments to update statutory references to certain 
provisions classified to title 7, title 20, and title 43, United States Code, and to correct 
related technical errors; 

• H.R. 3571, a bill to make technical amendments to update statutory references to certain 
provisions classified to title 2, United States Code, title 50, United States Code, and title 
52, United States Code, and to correct related technical errors; and 

• H.R. 3578, a bill to make technical amendments to update statutory references to 
provisions reclassified to title 34, United States Code, and to correct related technical 
errors.
