East Derry Road in East Derry, New Hampshire, as the “Chief Edward B. Garone Post

Office,”
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e H.R. 1687, a bill to designate the facility of the United States Postal Service located at
6444 San Fernando Road in Glendale, California, as the “Paul Ignatius Post Office,”

e H.R. 2379, a bill to designate the facility of the United States Postal Service located at
616 East Main Street in St. Charles, Illinois, as the “Veterans of the Vietnam War
Memorial Post Office,”

e H.R. 2754, a bill to designate the facility of the United States Postal Service located at
2395 East Del Mar Boulevard in Laredo, Texas, as the “Lance Corporal David Lee
Espinoza, Lance Corporal Juan Rodrigo Rodriquez & Sergeant Roberto Arizola Jr. Post
Office Building,”

e H.R. 3728, a bill to designate the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 25
Dorchester Avenue, Room 1, in Boston, Massachusetts, as the “Caroline Chang Post
Office,” and

e H.R. 3944, a bill to designate the facility of the United States Postal Service located at
120 West Church Street in Mount Vernon, Georgia, as the “Second Lieutenant Patrick
Palmer Calhoun Post Office.”

Cash flows for the Postal Service are recorded in the federal budget in the Postal Service
Fund and are classified as off-budget direct spending. CBO estimates that naming those
facilities would have no significant cost.
